Penang Bridge International Marathon 2014

Sports Toto contributed RM12,000 towards the Penang Bridge International Marathon 2014 for the
sixth consecutive year. Held on 16 November 2014, the event set a new record and became the
largest run in Malaysia with about 60,000 participants from more than 70 countries including of
course Malaysia, thus making it to the Malaysia Book of Records. It was a huge increase compared to
about 47,000 participants last year.

One of the reasons for the overwhelming response was that this year’s event was held on the
longest bridge in South-East Asia — the 24km-long Second Penang Bridge for the very first time.

The popular marathon was organized by the Penang State Tourism Development & Culture
